Dear Jim: 

Thank you for your letter of November 24, 1988. I was pleased 
to hear that your sabbatical was a good experience for you. I am 
grateful, too, for the ideas that you have presented to me regarding your 
future ministry and would like to speak with you very directly and 
candidly about this matter. 

In your letter, you mentioned three proposals regarding your 
next assignment. I am most in favor of your return to parish life, and to 
that end, I would ask that you consider your third proposal, namely, to 
become an associate pastor of a parish, while awaiting the office of 
pastor. To be very specific, I have one parish in mind that I would urge 
you to consider strongly, that is, St. Gertrude's, in Franklin Park. The 
Personnel Board discussed this with me, and they are very much in favor of 
your becoming an associate at this parish because of the need at this 
time. 

As you know, Father Al Corbo became pastor of St. Gertrude's 
about a year ago. This first year has been very difficult for him for 
varied reasons which I will be glad to discuss with you. One problem has 
been the lack of an associate. Jim, I think you could do this assignment 
very well, and I ask that you consider taking it for a period of one year. 
If after that year, you would want to move on, I would totally understand 
and support you, as would the Personnel Board. During this year, you 
would be free to apply for pastorates, as desired. Please give me a call, 
so that we can discuss this further. 

In your letter, you also mention two parishes in particular in 
which you have a special interest, i.e. , St. Clement's and Holy Name 
Cathedral. Jim, I do wan-t you to know that I am well aware of your 
talents and know that you would be a fine pas tor.

In the numerous experiences I have had over the years, I have mostly been in pastoral 
work, administrative and consultative positions. These involvements have helped make me 
the person--both professional and pastoral that I am today. 

3. In essay form, please describe your own vision of a parish. 

"Parish" is primarily an atmosphere in which various ministries are recognized, enhanced 
and participated in. Being part of a parish, like being part of the Church, means taking on 
our baptismal responsibilities of inclusive ministry toward ourselves and others (all being 
the people of God). "Parish," by means of geography, nationality, personal growth, 
personal histories, etc. embodies diversity. It is the responsibility of all involved in the 
parish to enhance that diversity so that it can be the thread which enriches the pluralistic 
body into a unified but not conforming Church. 

The parish as a whole should incorporate into its model as many of the possibilities and 
directions of our contemporary life. It must show workability and the desire to include 
many of the segments of our Catholic population . Women as well as men must take a 
more dynamic role as pastoral associates and administrato_rs in various areas. It is also 
essential that lay women and men are involved in determining the course of the parish 
according to their expertise. · 

In ourcontemporary society it is important for those involved.in parish to be pro-active 
forces in guiding our faith, as well as our ecclesiastical and social lives into the 21st 
century. These are the fundamental elements that make up my vision of parish.

Please explain the experiences you have had in the past and the 
expectations you have regarding the following: 

a) Relationship to other priests serving in the parish: 

a. I have always had a good working and sharing relationship with the priests with whom 
. I have served. This includes both parish and pastoral center assignments. Over a period of 

17 years there have been relatively few difficulties. 

My expectation for the future is continued good relationship with my fellow priests as we 
share our faith, minister in the areas of our competencies and talce the responsibility of 
leadership in an empathatic and enabling manner. 

b) Permanent Deacons: 

b) I have worked with 10 deacons over the years and have found them vital to our 
contemporary view of Church .. Most of these deacons were married and I found that they 
and their wives added to the vision of Church and leadership. My expectations would be a 
willingness to share their competencies and expertise as leadership of a parish. 

c) Women Religious: 

c) I view women religious as part of the full time leadership of a parish. They possess a 
charism to be shared and a ministry in which to be involved. I do not believe that their 
charism is necessarily due to their religious state but by their devotedness to the people of 
God. My experiences have been most favorable because they draw from me, as do most 

· women, that part of my personality which culturally gets hidden or restrained. My 
expectations for women religious would be even greater than those I have for deacons. 

d) Lay ministers: Staff and Volunteers 

d) My experience with lay ministers has been varied. I have not enjoyed working with lay 
ministers when they are not involved in their areas of competence or when they are not 
sufficiently trained. It has been most gratifying to work with them when they are qualified 
and are given the opportunity to enhance their qualifications. I believe the present and 
future Church must include lay ministry according to the capabilities, willingness and 
charisms of the individual. 

e) Consultative bodies (parish council, parish religious education 
board, school board, financial council, etc.): 

e) Over the years I have worked with various types of consultative bodies. Some of these 
were teams, others were staffs and still others were single task oriented. My experience is 
that when the definition and the reason for coming together are clear, then these bodies are 
workable and productive. My expectation is that whenever a consultative body exists we do 
not create another hierarchical cast for centralizing authority and indiscriminately "hand 
down" decisions. 

f) Vicariate structure, Deanery involvement, cluster meetings. 

f) M'Ost of my involvement in these geographical meetings has been as consulter of various 
ministerial topics. They have always been a good experience for me because I was invited, 
well-received and left affirmed. The times that I did not feel they were beneficial is when 
there was no definition or reason for gathering. This situation just created a meeting that 
was disappointing and for most concerned a waste of time.

1111 had heard 
that Jim Flosi was appointed. He wanted to pass alo.!!.9.....hjs concerns to me. 
Word leaked out quite quickly around the parish and .... said that someone of 
the parishioners came up to him and asked if it were so. When 1111 said that 
it was, his response was 11 You got to be kidding 11

• This individual is a member 
of the ga,y community. - said that he had heard long ago through the grape 
vine that Jim was both gay and active. He wonders if the diocese was aware of 
those rumors. He was concerned that a real problem might develop if the rumors 

·are true. 

2. I told- that I have not had anything to do with Jim Flosi in the two 
years that I have been in this office. But I would try to check things out be­
fore any public announcement is made of the appointment. I subsequently called 
Bishop Lyne, since he is the Vicar of the area and also would know Flosi quite 
well from his days at Holy Name Cathedral. Tim said that he was well aware of 
the rumors and that he himself had been quite concerned. When the candidates 
for the pastorate at St. Clement 1 s were presented to him he contacted the 
Cardinal and had a very lengthy and strong conversation with him about the 
appointment. Tim was very concerned. The Cardinal called in Jim Flosi and 
apparently Jim must have denied any such activity and on the basis of his 
conversation with Jim, the Cardinal went ahead with the appointment. Tim 
feels that we have done ever.ything we can and he hopes that there will be no 
fallout from this.

1. As a result of my conversation with this morning, I decided· 
that I had better speak to the Cardinal about what is contained in the Vicar 
for Priests' office file. There is no file on Flosi himself. However, in 
going through the alphabetical file that Tom Ventura had left behind, in whfch 
there is just a page or two involving any particular indfvidual, where the case 
didn't warrant setting up a separate file, I did discover one page relative to· 
a seminarian who alleged two sexual encounters with two different priests. One 
of the priests names was James Flosi. The incident involved a seminarian who 
was a senior at Quigley North and worked at Holy Name Cathe-
dral. It was a one time only experience. Tom Ventura interviewed Flosi at that 
time (7/16/85) and Flosi totally denied it. There was no indication that anything 
further was done at that time. Whether or not this incident was known to Bishop 
1111, I do not know, but I presumed it, as I took for granted that Tom Ventura 
"WOUTd have discussed it with Tim at the time the seminarian made the accusation. 

2. Prior to a meeting which the Cardinal called to discuss the 11 formation 11 docu-
ment, I mentioned this to him, together with the fact that and•• 
•••apparently are still disturbed and talked to Bishop Gorman about it. As 
a result of our conversation, the Cardinal decided to meet with Tom 
Ventura and myself immediately after the other scheduled meeting on 11 formation 11

• 

3. In the course of our conversation, I did give Tom Ventura a copy of the notes 
that he hctd written about the afore-mentioned incident in order to refresh his 
memory. Tom reiterated that Flosi had denied any such incident and that Tom 
doesn't really know where the truth lies. As a result of our conversation, 
It was agreed that the Cardinal would meet with both - and - to 
discuss it in order to determine whether or not there is new information or 
just old information being re-hashed. The Cardinal is concerned about justice 
to Flosi, but also justice to the people of St. Clement's and to the Archdio­
cese. The Cardinal stated that the parish has a strong tinge of anti-clericalism 
and feminism about it and i.t could be that some people are using this issue in 
order to get at the other issue. 

4. 11111111 called the New World from our meeting and learned that the appoint­
ment won't be announced until next week's issue, so if it has to be stopped there 
is still time to do so.

When I returned 
the call that night to Ken Velo, Ken said that the meeting was held and that 
it was one of the worst days that the Cardinal had. The bottom line is that 
Jim has agreed to submit a letter withdrawing his name from consideration 
for the pastorate. For the time being, he will remain at St. Gertrude's.

At a meeting with the Cardinal, he mentioned that Jim had agreed to withdraw 
his name from consideration for the pastorate at St. Clement's. The Cardinal 
said it was a very tense meeting, but Jim was confronted with statements by at 
least two members of the gay community, one of whom was willing to allow his 
name to be used. Apparently these two had come forward after the announcement 
and they talked to Jack Fahey about it. Based on what Jack Fahey had to say' 
at this meeting, it was clear to Flosi that he should withdraw, as it would be 
impossible for him to function under those conditions. Flosi did not admit 
to any external activities, but after he left the meeting, all the others were 
of the opinion that the charges were true.

After much thought and prayer I have come to the decision that I must respectfully submit 
my resignation from the position of associate pastor of St Gertrude Parish. 

The last few months have been a period of deep emotional turmoil for me because of the 
heightened tensions at the parish. As you are probably aware, the problems with Father 
Corbo as pastor of St Gertrude Parish have worsened. Parishioners have relied on me to 
help the situation, however it has become impossible. Most of my time is spent trying to 
minister to individuals and groups in the parish in order to give them some hope and 
direction. Each time one tension seems to have been eased, Fr Corbo .makes another move 
which creates further tensions and alienates more and more people. I feel the time and 
energy I am spending has become futile. Everything that I have read and have been told by 
his opponents is in my judgement painfully true. · 

I receive calls from parishioners many of whom will not leave their names, but only phone 
numbers to contact them so we may talk, but are afraid of the negative consequences if Fr. 
Corbo discovers us communicating. Parishioners are afraid to come to the rectory to 
discuss this situation for fear of reprisal from Fr. Corbo. This is especially true with the 
older parishioners who claim they have been told by Fr. Corbo that unless they donate to 
the offertory collection weekly, they will not be buried from St. Gertrude. They believe 
that if they are seen talking to me, it will cause more conflict and alienation. 

What; COmp0unds the~ °'ituaticn~ is that! h:i•.!e recently received a numbl!r of auonymous · 
threats by phone and parishioners have received slanderous letters concerning members of 
the parish, including myself. Although I really don't take personal threats on my life 
seriously, I believe this highlights a very unhealthy situation for all involved at St. 
Gertrude. It also seems to be a repeat of a tactic used to render people non-credible and 
ineffective. Fr. Corbo has done this repeatedly to those who do not agree with him. 

It seems to me that the people Fr. Corbo is most involved with is his fundamental 
Charismatic prayer group, who are also the leaders of our RCIA program. These people 
seem to have developed a cult like presence in the parish which is beginning to cause a 
great deal of concern.

Fr. Corbo has effectively eliminated me from most parish organizations. He has told me 
that he does not want me present at meetings, while he tells parishioners that I 
am unavailable or uninterested. I have received much respect and love from many 
parishioners at St. Gertrude, but this too only aggravates the situation with Fr. Corbo. 

Since he knows your memorandum needs to be fulfilled by the end of this year, he is 
busying himself at an accelerated pace to involve everyone that he possible can in order to 
show his "good will". These actions are merely cosmetic. 

Your eminence, I feel I am fighting a losing battle. I am having problems being associated 
with what he is doing in this parish. I find it divisive, hate filled and self-righteous. I no 
longer can be impartial in this assignment and before I become something I do not want to 
be, I feel it best that I resign. 

As always, I would be happy to discuss this matter further and I await your response.

1. Jim Flosi approached the Personnel Board for re-assignment purposes. The 
Board was very concerned about Jim and was reluctant to make any recommenda­
tions other than that he should see the Vicar for Priests. Ray .Cusack told 
me that when he met with Jim, he looked terribly drawn and emotionally drained. 
Ray thought Jim ought to wait a while and .rest up a bit before.taking on 
a new assignment. 

2. I met with Jim on Nov. 16. I fully agree with Ray Cusack 1 s assessment. 
Jim looks like he has been through the wringer, and he has. While at St. Luke 1 s 
he was caught in the middle between the pro-Moriarity and the pro-Fahey forces, 
and now he experienced the same thing at St. Gertrude's between the pro-Corbo 
and anti-Corbo factions. 

3. In addition to all the tension he has been under, Jim also has a very sick 
mother about whom he is greatly concerned. I really do think he needs a month 
or two off. 

4. There are no vocational issues involved here. Jim enjoys priesthood very 
much and his negative experiences have not soured him. He just needs some time 
off, and rather than calling it a sabbatical or a leave of ~bsence, I thought 
we should simply name it for what it is -- namely, extended time-off for purposes 
of recuperation. Jim would like it to begin Dec. 2, when his assignment at St. 
Gertrude's ends. I suggested to Jim that he ask for two months with the under­
standing that he could cut it short whenever he feels well enough to return to 
full-time work. Jim would like to help out on weekends, particularly during 
Advent and the Christmas season wherever you or the Personnel Board thinks he 
would be most useful. 

5. I talked a bit with Jim about his future assignment, as he .had indicated to 
Ray Cusack that he was not keen in going back into a parish right now, either 
as an associate or as a pastor.

6. · I'm not sure if you want to meet with Jim at this time, especially since 
you have already had several meetings with him in recent months. If you do de­
cide to meet with him now, then perhaps you can probe him a bit further about his 
future assignment. On the other hand, if you would prefer to delay meeting with 
Jim at this time, then I would offer a draft of a letter that you might consider 
sending him: 

Dear Jim, 

Ray Goedert informs me that he had a very good meeting with you last 
week. He strongly urged that I grant you permission for an extended 
period of time-off in order that you might fully recover from your re­
cent experiences. I am quite happy to do so, Jim, and we will make it 
for a period of two months, effective Dec. 2.

I met with Father Flosi on January 20. The substance of my conver­
sation was that, regardless of the facts, he is perceived as one 
who has lived (or perhaps is still living) a questionable life 
style. This has been true for some time and it created a real 
difficulty for Jim and the Archdiocese when the announced appoint­
ment as pastor of St. Clement's was hastily withdrawn. (Jim did 
not question the perception but stated that there has been no overt­
questionable behavior in more than 13 years; during the previous 
five years, when he was taking weight loss medicine, he does not 
remember what happened. He also spoke of a phone call from a 
gentleman at St. Gertrude's claiming that the most recent flare-up 
was deliberately caused by Father Corbo to discredit Jim. However, 
I told him that the St. Clement's situation was in no way related 
to St. Gertrude's -- although after St. Clement's some of Father 
Corbo's friends began to speculate about Jim.) 

The bottom line was that I told Jim that the only thing I could 
offer him was a position as associate pastor in a good parish, 
with a good pastor. This would have to be worked out by the Per­
sonnel Board. While the announced appointment would be the same as 
for any other associate, I would evaluate the situation at the end 
of the first year to see how things were going and whether Jim might 
be considered for a position more commensurate with his talents and 
age. 

He immediately accepted because, he said, of his love for the priest­
hood. However, he made it clear that it was not to his liking. Also, 
he said he felt he was "doomed" because he feared the perception would 
never be cleared up. I suggested we take a step at a time. He also 
said that he felt the new pastor should know about the rumors started 
at St. Gertrude's in case the same people started them up again --
he didn't want the new pastor to be blindsided. 

I will speak with the Board on Monday and he will contact Father Cusack 
after that.

This abstract replaces the memorandum and written notes to Cardinal Joseph Bernardin, dated 
November 2, 1991. According to the memorandum, Victim MQ's mother informed the author 
that Flosi approached Victim MQ, who was in middle school at the time, and Victim MO and 
taught them how to masturbate. Victim MQ's mother did not wish to formalize these allegations, 
but wanted to prevent other abuse by Flosi. The handwritten notes were taken during an 
interview with Victim MQ and Victim MO on November 11, 1991. According to the notes, 
Flosi told Victims MQ and MO that they could prove their trust by masturbating in Flosi's 
presence. Victim MQ refused, and he did not have knowledge as to the actions taken by Victim 
MO.

Cardinal Bernardin has initiated a program to provide a benefit to men who have resigned from 
the priesthood after completing twenty or more years of service to the Archdiocese as priests. 
This is in recognition that such service represents a significant segment of time in ministry in the 
Church, and therefore, warrants some provision toward the financial security of such men as they 
reach ages where retirement is a factor in their lives. 

Payment of the benefit began in 1987 (for those who had already reached age 70) and is in effect 
when a qualifying individual reaches age 70. The payment is based on $20 per month for each 
complete year of service since ordination. It is paid on approximately the 1st of each month 
following the 70th birthday for those who qualify. No lump sum is offered. No death benefits 
are provided by the plan at this time.

From 1985 to 1988, he was 
an associate pastor at St. Luke in River Forest. From 1989 to 1990, he 
was an associate pastor at St. Gertrude in Franklin Park. And from 1990 
to 1992, he was an associate pastor at St. Giles in Oak Park. 

Holy Name Cathedral and the Catholic Archdiocese of Chicago were also 
named in the suit for alleged negligent supervision and breach of duty. As 
of Wednesday, neither Holy Name nor archdiocesan officials had seen the 
lawsuit. 

Flosi, of Chicago, did not return repeated telephone calls.

NOW COMES the Plaintiffs, individually and on behalf of all others similarly situated, by and 

through their attorneys, 

o obtain declaratory and injunctive relief against Defendant, states as follows: 

INTRODUCTION 

1. This Complaint seeks declaratory judgment and injunctive relief against the 

Archdiocese of Chicago. The Archdiocese of Chicago has established a policy of harboring and 

protecting suspected child molesting agents, thereby endangering numerous children in Illinois. 

The Archdiocese has information about a nwnber of suspected child molesting agents that it has 

never disclosed to law enforcement or the public at large, thereby causing children such as John 

Doe 100 to be harmed. Further, on information and belief, the Archdiocese has a policy and

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practice of document destruction. 1bis declaratory relief and injunction action seeks to have the 

Archdiocese produce all documents regarding the molestation of children by its agents for court 

supervision, to release the names of all agents accused of molesting children to the court and to 

the public, and to enjoin the Archdiocese from destroying any documents regarding .suspected 

childhood sexual abuse by its agents. 

JURISDICTION AND VENUE· 

2. This Court has jurisdiction over this action because it seeks to redress violations 

of the plaintiffs' rights and to protect children in Illinoi~ that are in imminent danger. Venue is 

proper because the Archdiocese resides in Cook County and the majority of the allegations 

herein involve occurrences in Cook County. 

PARTIES 

3. Plaintiff John Doe 100 is a minor. Mother Doe 100 is John Doe 1 OO's mother and 

legal guardian. At all times material, Plaintiff John Doe I 00 was a resident of the State of 

Illinois. At all times material, Mother Doe 100 was a resident of the State of Illinois. 

4. The identities of all Doe Plaintiffs are made known to Defendants through 

separate cover letter. 

5. Plainti~ a thirty five year old Chicago resident.~as 

sexually molested as a child by ~religious order priest who was serving at a parish 

within the Archdiocese at the time of the abuse. 

6. At all times material, the Catholic Bishop of Chicago, a Corporation Sole 

(hereinafter "Archdiocese of Chicago") was and is an Illinois corporation. Defendant has 

approximately eight hundred fifty four Diocesan priests serving in two counties in the State of 
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Illinois. At all times material to the. complaint, Defendant Archdiocese was conducting business · 

in the State of Illinois. 

CLASS ACTION ALLEGATIONS 

7. Plaintiffs bring this action on behalf of themselves and, pursuant to 735 ILCS 5/2-

80 l, as the representatives of the class of persons who have been molested as children by an 

agent of the Archdiocese of Chicago and on behalf of those children who have not yet been 

abused, but who are in imminent danger of abuse because the Archdiocese has not released the 

.names and files of agents that have been accused of molesting children or accused of 

inappropriate sexual behavior with children to either the public or to the court. 

8. The Plaintiff class is so numerous that joinder of all members is impracticable. In 

its own self report. the Archdiocese asserted that there were 142 cases where they had reason to 

. suspect that an agent had sexually molested a child. These numbers only include information 

that was reported to the Archdiocese. The underlying data for the results was not disclosed to the 

public. 

9. There are questions of fact or law common to the class, which predominate over 

questions affecting only individual members. The common questions of law or fact include, but 

are not limited to: whether the Archdiocese of Chicago has failed to protect children by not 

releasing the names of its agents who have been accused of molesting children to the public and 

law enforcement and whether the Archdiocese has or is destructing documents in order to cover 

up or conceal crimes against children by clergy serving in and/or employed by the Archdiocese. 

10. The Plaintiffs will fairly and adequately protect the interests of the class. The 

interests of the plaintiffs are the same as those of all class members because they have all been 
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sexually abused by an agent of the Archdiocese of Chicago.or are in clanger of being molested by 

an agent of the Archdiocese of Chicago because the Archdiocese's information is not public. All 

ha~e an interest in preventing the sexual abuse of any further children by agents of the 

Archdiocese of Chicago. 

11. A class action is an appropriate method for the fair and efficient adjudication of 

the controversy alleged in this complaint The expense and burden of individual litigation would 

make it difficult or impossible for individual members of the class to redress the wrongs done to 

. them. The cost to the court system of adjudication of such individualized litigation would be · 

substantial. Individualized litigation would also present the potential for inconsistent or 

contradictory judgments and would magnify the delay and expense to all parties and the court 

system. By contrast, the conduct of this action as a class action presents far fewer management 

difficulties, conserves the resources of the parties and court system, and protects the rights of 

each class member. In addition, the prosecution of separate actions by the individual members 

of the class would create a risk of inconsistent or varying adjudications with respect to individual 

class members which would establish incompatible standards of conduct for the defendant. 

ALLEGATIONS OF FACT

l 6. On infonllation and belief, on one occasion when the nun reported it to the

17. After these reports, the nun made a final report to the Archdiocese, this one a

18. On information and belief, in 2000, the Archdiocese did not report 

to law enforcement, did not tell any of the parishioners at any of the parishes 

worked at in the past about the report, did not tell any of the parishioners at any of the parishes 

where --worked after these reports, and did not tell any other children or parents 

about the report. 

19. On information and belief, after the nun reported the abuse to the Archdiocese, 

the Archdiocese transferre~ to another parish, St. Agatha's in Chicago. 

20. On information and belief, despite the report, the Archdiocese allowed 

~o teach at an Archdiocesan school and coach a boys basketball team. 

21. In response to the clergy abuse scandal, the United States Catholic Conference of 

Bishops passed the Dallas Charter. 

22. On information and belief the Bishops passed the Dallas Charter in 2002. The 

Charter was only enforced, if at all, from within. There was no meaningful external non church 
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oversight over its enforcement 

23. Cardinal Francis George represented to the public that the Charter was a "zero 

tolerance" policy that committed them to removal of priests in childhood sexual abuse cases. He 
\ 

also represented to the public that a priest with even one act of sexual misc~nduct with a child 

should not be allowed in public ministry in order to protect children. 

24. In January of2003, the Archdiocese released a "Ten Year Report" that purported 

·to give information about the Archdiocese's efforts to stop childhood sexual abuse by clerics in 

the previous ten years. 

25. On information and belief, the Ten Year Report purports to give the current status 

of priests that were accused of molesting a child anytime from 1993 to 2003. The report 

indicates that no priest accused of abuse during that time period is in llllY form of ministry in the 

Archdiocese of Chicago. 

26. The Ten Year Report also states that officials of the Archdiocese have reported all 

allegations, including those not deemed credible, to the appropriate public authorities. 

27. On information and belief, the Archdiocese did not include~ the 

Ten Year Report 

28. Also in response to the clergy abuse scandal, the United States Catholic 

Conference of Bishops agreed to participate in a selfreport survey conducted by the John Jay 

College. 

29. As part of the John Jay survey, each Diocese submitted the number of priests that 

had allegations of sexual misconduct with a minor within the particular Diocese. 

30. On information and belief there was no oversight over the information that was 
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given to ·the John Jay College. It was completely up to the particular Diocese to respond 

honestly. 

31. The John Jay College defined "allegation," as all recorded notifications of clerical 

sexual misconduct with minors, whether or not they resulted in any investigation or whether 

there was reasonable cause to suspect abuse had occurred. 

32. In 2004, the Archdiocese reported that it had re~il to believe that 55 priests had 

sexual misconduct with a minor. 

33. In 2004, Cardinal George and the Archdiocese represented to the public that there 

were no priests that were accused of childhood sexual abuse that were in public ministry in the 

Archdiocese of Chicago. 

34. On information and belief, the Archdiocese did not includ~ the 

2004 John Jay numbers. 

35. On information and belief in Augum of2005, the Archdiocese learned that law 

enforcement was investigating-- for childhood sexual abuse. 

36. On information and belief, in August of 2005, the Archdiocese did not inform the 

law enforcement that a nun had reported that ~ad acted in a sexually inappropriate 

manner with a child in 2000. 

37. On information and belief, just as it did in 2000, the Archdiocese did not report or 

warn any of the parishioners, the public, or the parents at St. Agatha parish that law enforcement 

. was investigatin~for childhood sexual abuse. 

38. On information and belief, the Archdiocese elevat~to a position of 

authority in the Archdiocese on September 1, 2005. It appointed him as Dean of a Deanery of 
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the Archdiocese. This is an honored, respected, and supervisory position, within the 

Archdiocese. This meant that~ still at St Agathas, but also had some 

sup~sory authority over roughly 20 parishes in the Archdiocese. 

39. The Archdiocese allowed.-to remain at St·Agathas and in the 

position of Dean until at least January of2006, more four months after the Archdiocese received 

at least its second report of sexual misconduct against a minor b~ 

40. In January of 2006, Chicago law enforcement arrested~d charged 

him with sexually molesting two boys on multiple occasions. 

41. On information and belief, the nun who reported the abuse to the Archdiocese in 

2000 was contacted by the Archdiocese the day before 

Archdiocese indicated to the nun that it did not have the nun's letter. 

42. On information and belief, the Archdiocese also stated publicly that it has no 

written record of the nun's reports or the actual letter. 

43. On information and belief, the Archdioceses and Dioceses across the United 

States, including the Archdiocese of Chicago, have been instructed to destroy documentation of 

sexual misconduct by priests and/or to send any of this material to the Holy See in order to claim 

it is immune from public discovery or disclosure. 

44. On information and belief, the Archdiocese has not released the names of the 55 

priests that it deemed as having reason to suspect committed sexual misconduct with children. 

45. On information and belief, the Archdiocese has also not released the names of any 

of the other clerics, lik~who were accused of sexual misconduct and are still in 

parishes, but not included in the Ten Year Report or the John Jay Survey.

I arrived at the Vicar for Priests' Office just prior to the scheduled conference call. Rev. Vincent 
Costello initiated the call with Mr. James Flosi at 2:30 pm. 

Fr. Costello spoke with Mr. Flosi initially to inform him that he and I were the only people 
present. He also invited Mr. Flosi to ask any questions, make any statements, or chose not to 
respond after the allegation had been read to him. 

I then introduced myself to Mr. Flosi and thanked him for his time. I asked ifhe had any 
questions prior to continuing with my reading the allegation made against him by ••• 
••• Mr. Flosi asked how old was at the time of the alleged abuse. As I 
skimmed the allegation report, I told Mr. Flosi that as per - he was 17 years old at the 
time of the initial incident of alleged abuse. Mr. Flosi then asked if identified the 
year in which the alleged abuse took place. As I looked at the allegation report again, I told Mr. 
Flosi that stated that the alleged abuse began in 1976. 

Mr. Flosi then said that he wanted to make a statement. He stated that this matter was brought to 
his attention in 1978. Mr. Flosi said that the diocese dealt with this matter at the time and that it 
was determined that ~as 18 years old at the time. He said that as a result, -

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- " ... was told by the diocese that he was 18 years old during the time. Period." Mr. Flosi 
then suggested that Fr. Costello and I read the diocesan files [regarding this matter]. 

When asked, Mr. Flosi said that in 1978 Cardinal Cody called him to meet with him and Fr. Ray 
Sullivan in the Chancery Office to discuss this matter. Mr. Flosi said that he was working in the 
Chancery with the Phoenix Ministry at the time. 

Mr. Flosi stated that there was no physical contact with -· He said that this was 
" ... an old situation that was dealt with ... " and expressed his feeling that he considers the current 
allegation made by to be "baseless." 

I thanked Mr. Flosi for sharing the information that he had. When asked if he wanted me to read 
-·allegation to him, Mr. Flosi said that he did not wish to have it read. Also when 
asked, Mr. Flosi said that he did not want a copy of-allegation report to be sent to · 
him. I explained to Mr. Flosi that this matter would be going before the Review Board and that I 
would share with them his statements. After verbally providing information on the Review 
Board process, Mr. Flosi thanked me for the information, said that he was familiar with the 
process, and that he did not want anything [including letters informing him of Cardinal George's 
decisions on this matter] to be sent to him. 

Prior to ending the phone call, it was understood that if Mr. Flosi had any questions or need for 
information, he could contact Fr. Costello. 

Both Fr. Costello and I thanked Mr. Flosi for his time.

Since my other duties prevent me from conducting this investigation personally, I hereby appoint 
Ms. Leah McCluskey to act as the investigator in this matter. In carrying out these duti~s, Ms. 
McCluskey will have all of the authority of an auditor, in accordance with cc. 1428 and 1717. 
She is to collect any additional proofs she deems necessary in accordance with the norm of law 
as they relate to the present allegation. She is delegated to take testimony from the accused and 
from any witnesses (cc. 1530 - 1538 and 1547 - 1573), to obtain any necessary documents (cc. 
1540 - 1546), to enlist the services of any experts deemed necessary (cc. 1574- 1581), and to 
have access to places or things which she deems necessary for her investigation. 

In conducting her investigation, Ms. McCluskey is to take care that such an investigation does 
nothing to harm James Flosi's name or to violate his right to protect his privacy. 

After she has concluded her investigation, Ms. McCluskey is to make a written and oral report to 
the Review Board, no later than one hundred eighty days from the date of this appointment. This 
report is to address the facts, circumstances, and imputability concerning the alleged offense.
