SUMMARY OF CURRENT STATUS 

After the First Stage Review, Fr. Hefferan's Pastor, Fr. William 
White, Sr. Ann Marie Phelan, the St. Gerald's School Principal, and 
the Director of Religious Education Ms. Barbara Devereux, were all 
asked if they would be willing to serve as monitors to ensure Fr. 
Hefferan not be alone in the presence of minors and th~t he not act 
in any sexually inappropriate manner with minors. They all agreed 
to help. They agreed to report any problems which might arise and 
I fully apprised them of the expectations of monitoring i.e. the 
monitoring guidelines. I have conferred with each of the monitors 
more than once. 

On 7-17-93 Fr. White noted that things have been going very well 
regarding Fr. Hefferan's monitoring. He now has the adult lectors, 
adult commentators' group rather than altar boys as was case before 
allegation. In particular Fr. White has observed absolutely no 
situations where Jack Hefferan is alone with teen-age girls without 
the presence of other res£onsible adults. Also, he has not noticed 
Jack • engage in 
any sort of inappropriate touching of any minors either. He has 
found no need to ever confront Jack Hefferan since monitoring has 
begun about situations Fr. Hefferan should not be in. Overall, Fr. 
White feels Jack Hefferan has been cooperative and complied with 
his monitoring restrictions. 

Sr. Ann Martin Phelan and I spoke on July 6, 1993. I asked her if 
she had noticed any situations since monitoring where Fr. Hefferan 
was alone with those under 18 without responsible adults present or 
noticed any situations where he may have inappropriately touched 
any minors. Sister responded "No I have not noticed anything like 
that." She added that he has been careful to withdraw himself from 
the school since monitoring began. She added that "he doesn't seek 
the kids out, especially with girls." Apparently, he never had 
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alot of contact with the school children to begin with per Sister. 
She stated that she will confront him if she observes him in such 
inappropriate situations but to date "I haven't seen an thing even 

He does not teach any classes in the school. 

I also spoke with D.R.E. Barb Devereux on 7-2-93. She said "I have 
seen and heard nothing" that would alarm her. "I never see him 
alone with anyone under 18." Nor has she seen him involved in any 
sort of inappropriate contact with minors since monitoring began. 
She's in the parish every day and many many times in the evening. 
Her off ice is directly across from the rectory and looks directly 
onto Fr Hefferan's rectory room. 
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RECOMMENDATION: My recommendation for Fr. Jack Hefferan is 
unchanged. I believe that monitoring should remain in place and 
that he should be withdrawn from his ministerial assignment in 
the the safety of children. Al thou h

refers to sixteen to seventeen years ago is 

extremely inappropriate Fr. Hefferan continues to appear to 
minimize the effect that misconduct has had on Indeed, 
my recent hone conversation regarding Jack 
Hefferan and I 
have seen indication of his continuing attitude that 
is the only one who's the problem in this matter. 

As such, I recommend that the restrictions continue to be imposed 
upon Fr. Hefferan although perhaps the level of his monitoring be 
modified due to his compliance apparently to date. For example, 
perhaps a date or log book which keeps a tab of his daily 
whereabouts which the monitors have access to, may for instance not 
be as rigidly adhered to, and/or perhaps his restrictions could be 
specifically addressed toward no unsupervised contact with girls 
and not necessarily include males. If all goes well with continued 
monitoring and , perhaps at a supplementary review 
two to six months from now, with no sign of further acting out, 
then perhaps the restrictions could be lifted.

Phone Call to Rev. William White, Pastor of St. Gerald Parish: 

I called Fr. White and informed him that officially the monitoring 
of Fr. Jack Hefferan had come to an end. I told him that Fr. Jack 
Hefferan should have received a letter from the Chancellor, Fr. 
Paprocki, about a week and a half or so ago confirming that 
Cardinal Bernardin had accepted the Review Board's recommendations 
and that his monitoring should cease. Also, the Cardinal decided 
that Jack's file should be closed, as the Review Board had 
recommended. 

Fr. White had indeed heard from Jack Hefferan that he had received 
the letter from Fr. Tom Paprocki and that his file was closed. 

I thanked Fr. White for his assistance in this difficult situation 

Fr. White expressed relief that the monitoring had come to an end 
and hopes that the case .will not ever have to be re-opened. 

Phone Call to Sr. Ann Marie Phelan (Principal of St. Gerald School 
9-23-93): I also called Sr. Phelan to confirm with her the above 
information as referred to in my phone call to Fr. White. i.e. I 
told her that the formal monitoring of Fr. Hefferan had come to an 
end. I also thanked her and she was also thankful that the 
situation had ended. 

She did ask whether or not the case could be re-opened. I told her 
that that is always a possibility, for instance, if another victim 
were to come forward or new-very significant information came 
forward from this original victim. However, I told her that we 
don't expect that and that the person who has come forward has been 
in touch with Victim Assistance Ministry. Sr. Ann assured me that 
if for some reasons something unusual did occur which seemed 
inappropriate between Fr. Hefferan and any minor that she observed, 
she would most certainly let me know, although she does not expect 
such a situation to arise. 
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Phone Call to Barb Deveraux D.R.E. at St. Gerald Parish: I called 
Barb Deveraux. She was not in but her phone recorder was on. I· 
left a message for her to give me a call. 

Ms. Deveraux called me back later in the day on 9-23-93. I 
explained to her formally the same information I had given to Fr. 
White and Sr. Ann Phelan. i.e. the monitoring has ceased and Jack 
Hefferan' s case is closed. Ms. Deveraux seemed relieved and 
thanked me for my prof es~ionalism in dealing with this difficult 
matter. I thanked her very much knowing that it must have brought 
much stress to her. She, too, like Sr. Ann asked whether there was 
any possibility the matter might ever be re-opened. I said that 
technically, the answer was yes, however, it would have to be some 
significant information or perhaps a new alleged victim who would 
come forward for the case to be reconsidered perhaps.

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GUIDELINES FOR PAROCHIAL ADMINISTRATORS 

The general law of the Church imposes the same obligations and grants the same rights as a 
Pastor to the Administrator, unless restricted by the Diocesan Bishop. These guidelines are to be 
considered such qualifications.: 

1) The parish should be run in accord with the established pattern, whenever possible, and in 
consultation with the parish council. 

2) There should be no major changes or innovations. 

3) Non-budgeted or non-contracted expenditures over $2,500 should be made only m 
consultation with the \("icar or Dean. 

4) Major decisions (such as hiring or firing employees, finalizing budgets, setting tuition rates, 
etc.) should be postponed if at all possible. If they cannot, they should be handled through 
the normal shared decision-making process of the parish and keeping with the general 
philosophy of the parish. It may be well to consult with the Vicar or Dean about these 
matters as they develop. 

5) As the end of the period of administration draws near, the administrator should prepare a 
summary report of decisions, activities, expenditures, etc. for the newly appointed pastor. 

6) An administrator is paid the salary of a pastor. 

7) If a retired priest is appointed administrator of a parish, his pension benefits remain 
unchanged and, in addition, he is entitled to receive from the parish a full pastor's 
compensation, with the appropriate seniority increment corresponding to the number of 
years of priestly service since ordination; however, the senioriry increment shall not accrue 
beyond the age of seventy. 

Your willingness to accept this office is deeply appreciated. These guidelines are not meant 
to be an added burden of your generosity, but to assist you during this interim and to be of help to 
the returning pastor.

PFRA conducted an interview of the accused, Fr. John Hefferan [JH] at the office of the Vicar 
for Priests. JH was represented by his attorney, Pat Reardon [PR]. PFRA explained the Review 
Board process to PR prior to beginning the interview. PFRA asked JH and PR whether they had 
any questions regarding the interview or Review Board Process, to which JH replied with some 
confusion, since he believed he had been suspended from active ministry due to another case 
which had gone before the Review Board. PFRA explained that the pending matter for which he 
was being interviewed arose from allegations independent of those which the Review Board 
may have considered in the past, and that the Review Board may consider and act upon each new 
victim's allegations separately. PFRA subsequently read the written allegations of 
concerning an alleged incident of sexual abuse, which were made by - to this PFRA on 
January 9, 2003. Throughout his response, JH sounded articulate, did not demonstrate apparent 
difficulties in recollecting the events to which he referred, and appeared alert and well-oriented 
to time and place. 

JH's attorney, PR, responded initially on behalf of his client, stating: "The bottom line is, I think 
I want to look at [JH's] past files and I'd make a response in writing if there's anything there. 
[JH] denies this incident in its entirety. He denies that anything like this occurred with any 
persons at any parish at any time."

JH then spoke on behalf of himself JH stated that he did not touch • in the mamier stated in 
her allegations because he had never touched anyone in such a manner throughout his entire 
ministry. JH confirmed he was assigned to Infant Jesus of Prague at the time - states she was 
abused. JH stated he did not know •'s name or identity from the time he was assigned to 
Infant Jesus of Prague because he had been assigned to at least nine parishes over the years. "I 
bumped into ~ and had cousins who were~." he stated. 

PR then represented that JH had no active memory of the incident and that responding to the 
allegations would be "like trying to prove a negative." He was not certain that he would prepare 
a written response on behalf of his client, predicating such a response on his review of JH's 
records with AOC. PFRA thanked JH and PR for coming in and terminated the interview.

RESPONSE OF FATHER JOHN HEFFERAN 
TO ACCUSATIONS OF 

AS READ BY MJCHAEL JUST 

On Friday, January 24, 2003, Father John Hefferan appeared at the office of the 
Vicar for Priests to meet with ~-fichael Just and Father Kaczorowski. Mr. Just read a 
report of an interview with a accusing Father Hefferan of an act of improper 
conduct alleged to have occurred in either 1968 or 1969. Father Hefferan denies this 
accusations. 

Father Hefferan deplores the fact that he is placed in the position of attempting to 
defend himself from an a.Gcusation so remote in time as to be not certain even in the mind 
of the accuser. The interview with - reports a single incident in either 1968 or 
1969 at an unknown time of year. Such a lack of specificity on part of-might 
be understandable, given that she attempting to relate and recall an incident either 35 or 
34 years ago, which was so short-lived" and did not cause her to be 
traumatized or to make any outc:ry or complaint until now. However, this lack of 
specificity denies Father Hefferan of the most basic due process in responding. For 
example, if the alleg.ed incident took place in 1968, it would have almost certainly have 
involved someone other th.an Father Hefferan, since he was assigned to St. Simeon in 
Bellwood ~nd did not transfer to Infant Jesus of Prague in Flossmor until 1969. 

Father Hefferan has no memory of anyone named He can only state 
that he did not engage in. the conduct described in the report The accusation forces 
Father Hefferan to attempt to_prove a negative. 

The report of the incident suggests that it was over a period 
of two years. Thirty four ears later it is impossible to document the whereabouts of 
Father Hefferan . As indicated above, Father can generally 
account for by pointing out that he was living and 
worlOng at St. Simeon in Bellwood and would have had no reason to be at the parish in 
Flossmor. For this reason Father requests more specificity as to the date of the alleged 
occurrence. 

When Father :moved to Flossmore it was to replace a fellow priest at Infan.t Jesus 
~denly and unexpectedly left the ministry_ If the incident happened 
- ID 1968. then at the very least, there must be a mistake as to 
identity. Father Hefferan has no way at this time to test the process of identification used 
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by this 12 year old witness. By making this statement Father does not imply that he has 
any knowledge of any impropriety by any other priest stationed at Infant Jesus of Prague 
Church. 

Indeed, while the ireport of this incident describes obviously clumsy and awkward 
conduct, Father Hefferan is in no position to judge that a fellow priest was motivated by 
sexual gratification rather than some ill-advised attempt at friendliness or affection. 
However, he suggests tha~t such an interpretation is entirely possible, given the described 
brevity, the lack of any report of conversatio,n or attempt at secrecy. 

Father Hefferan hns no knowledge of the person making this allegation and 
therefore bears no ill will toward her and does not question her good faith. Nevertheless, 
he is deeply disturbed that such an al.legation would be made about an incident alleged to 
have occurred over 30 years ago in a manner which allows virtually no chance to 
investigate, establish iden1tification information, or to interview persons with 
contemporaneous kn.owl.edge of the circumstances and parties. He notes that there was 
no contemporaneous outc.ry, or any other coorboration of the alleged incident nor of any 
contemporaneous identification. He further notes that the Pastor of the parish at the time, 
Reverend Richard Hills, is now unavailable for interview, having died just over a year 
ago. The paucity of details makes any investigation difficult. However, at the very least, 
Fath.er suggests that the name of the other person alleged to have been working with-
- on the day in question should be provided, as well as the name of the adult · 
alleged to have been supervising. He requests th.is inforrnation in order to con.:fum that a 
misidentification has occurred. 

Father Hefferan reminds the Professional Fitn.ess Review Board that in 1993 a 
complaint of inappropriate conduct was made about him by a-At that 
time Father Hefferan participated in a complete review of this~ as 

After a complete review Car<linal Bernardin accepted the Boar 
close the file. No restrictions were placed on Father Hefferan. 
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Father Hefferan has attempted to serve the people of God and minister as a priest 
. to the best his ability since his ordination in 1956. Since his retirement he has continued 

to assist in administering parishes where priests are scarce. He makes no claim to 
perfection; however :b.e humbly submits that he has remained true to the ideals of the 
priesthood for forty-seven "years and has never engaged in sexual misconduct with any 
minor. He is deeply hurt by this false allegation of wrongdoing. 

Father Hefferan further humbly submits that he is fit to continue the ministry he 
has been perlormi.ng during his retirement. He asks that his Ca.rdinal-Archbishop allow 
him to continue the service to which he has dedicated his entire life.

PRA spoke with Fr. John Hefferan via phone on July 15, 2003 regarding 's 
allegation of sexual misconduct against him. PRA has learned through Fr. Hefferan's 
attorney Patrick Reardon that there is a possibility that mistook Fr. Hefferan 
for a priest by the name Fr. 

PRA asked Fr. Hefferan if he could recall any concerns with Fr. - s behavior, 
specifically around minors, while they were assigned to Infant Jesus of Prague in the 
early 1970s [1971]. Fr. Hefferan's first point was that he and Fr. -were not 
assigned together at Infant Jesus of Prague at the time alleges the abuse 
[1968 or 1969]. Fr. Hefferan's first comments were not about Fr. but 
suggested that the priest whom he succeeded at Infant Jesus of Prague "left suddenly." 
When asked by PRA, Fr. Hefferan was unable to recall the name of his predecessor. 
However, Fr. Hefferan did not suggest any reason as to why his predecessor left Infant 
Jesus of Prague. · 

In regards to Fr. - Fr. Hefferan suggested that he [Fr. - participated in 
"all sorts of p~g." When asked by PRA for clarification, Fr. Hefferan stated that Fr. 
- spencHfiuch time with the nuns from his [Fr.-'s] previous assignment 
[Our Lady of Grace]. Fr. Hefferan also stated that "a number of nuns [from Our Lady of 
Grace] had married Augustinians" and noted that Fr. - had "married a number of 
them." When asked by PRA, Fr. Hefferan stated that Fr. "partied" with the 
nuns at their parish and not at Infant Jesus of Prague. 

Fr. Hefferan spoke of a letter written by Cardinal Cody to their pastor regarding Fr. 
- As per Fr. Hefferan, the letter from Cardinal Cody referred to a letter written 
by Fr. stating that he [Fr. - would come back to the priesthood only if 
Cardinal Cody allowed married priests. Fr. Hefferan then remarked that Fr. -had 
left the priesthood and married a [former] nun.

In terms of their assignment together at Infant Jesus of Prague, Fr. Hefferan recalls that 
Fr. - was not around on the weekends "for the last year or two." As per Fr.

Fr. Hefferan also referred to one occasion when Fr. - "escorted Miss Mexico" 
from Mexico to Indiana University. When asked by PRA, Fr. Hefferan did not have any 
details of Fr. escorting Miss Mexico to Indiana and emphasized that it only 
occurred on one occasion. 

Fr. Hefferan then referred to the specific allegation brought against him by -· 
He stated, "I would never touch anyone's breasts." Also in reference to-'s 
allegation, Fr. Hefferan stated, "I'm the kind who wouldn't ask them [students] to do

Fr. Hefferan referred to his ten assignments within the Archdiocese of Chicago and stated 
that he was "always with youth." He spoke of accompanying youth groups on Ski Trips 
and organizing/being active in Teen Clubs at his parishes. 

Fr. Hefferan then pointed out that he was assigned to Infant Jesus of Prague one year 
before Fr. In regards to appearances, Fr. Hefferan stated that he and Fr.

Investigation of the response of Rev. Anthony Vader to an allegation. 

In response to the allegation made against him, the accused has presented an explanation that he 
has been mistaken for another priest. In other words, the accused has stated that the one making 
the allegation has mistaken him for '50 (deceased). The accused and 
-were assigned for a common period oftime at Holy Cross parish (65th Street). Another 
accused and were assigned for a common period of time at Infant Jesus of Prague 
(Flossmoor). In response to this explanation, the Professional Fitness Review Administrator 
(PFRA) and the Promoter of Justice (PJ) are conducting an investigation. 

There are four anecdotal features that have surfaced. The first is that -was known as a 
'womanizer'. The second is a report, attributed to Vader, that a woman came forward with the 
story that as an underage girl, she and - were sexually involved with each other, 
apparently while he was assigned to Holy Cross parish. The third is that he was mmied months 
after he left the priesthood. The fourth is that someone recently mistook the other accused priest 
for-

The first step was to examine the - file. There was nothing in the file to 
indicate that he was ever involved in an misconduct with minors, nor that he was ever sexually 
involved with anyone.

The PFRA spoke with the other accused priest about s reputation; it has been suggested 
that one who has brought an allegation against him mistook him for-· He and 
had both been assigned to Infant Jesus of Prague, although apparently not simultaneous with the 
time when the alleged abuse took place. This priest stated that was involved in all sorts 
of 'partying'. When asked to develop that statement, he expanded his recollections by observing 
- was 'partying' with nuns at their parish and not at Infant Jesus of Prague. This priest 
felt that -left because he wanted to marry, and he married an ex-nun. This priest also 
stated that traveled on weekends to Indiana University for courses in Ethics. This 
priest asserted that on one occasion accompanied 'Miss Mexico' from Mexico to 
Indiana University. The other accused priest stated that he and - were 'close in height' 
and 'less that one year apart in age'. 

The PFRA employed the services of a private investigator to search for the woman with the story 
that she and were sexually involved with each other. Vader had stated that the woman 
had a close female friend whose brother was a He provided the names of 
the women as best he could recall. The investigator could find no trace of the woman or her 
friend. The investigator re orted that the name of the-brother did not match any name 
in the current or ast roster. He also looked into past 

Fr. was not contacted because of his age.

Pursuant to the 'photographic line-up', when the question of a mistaken identity was presented to 
the ones bringing the allegation, they were incredulous. They reminded the PFRA that they had 
confronted Vader ten years earlier about the abuse, and they knew very well what his physical 
appearance is. 

A redacted copy of the Interim report was given to Vader's civil attorney; the names of the 
priests who were interviewed were removed so that their privacy would be respected. If his 
attorney is able to present new information, the Professional Responsibility Review Board could 
decide to conduct a Supplementary Review. 

CONCLUSION: 

Other than Fr. Vader's statement about what someone else said to him, there does not seem to be 
any evidence of any sexual abuse of minors of the part of- So far, the resemblance of 
- and Vader or the other accused priest is questionable. The recollections of the other 
accused priest do not skew with the details about -that have surfaced, and so it is hard to 
find much credibility in them.

With regard to Father Hefferan's case, all I have in my files is one accusation from 2003. This 
went through an Initial Review, which the Cardinal accepted, and a Review for Cause, which he 
did not immediately accept, pending a Supplemental Review. After the Supplemental Review, 
he accepted the Review Board's conclusion that there was reasonable cause to suspect the action 
occurred. 

Therefore, we need to report the case to CDF. We can still do so since the accusation came in 
after April 30, 2001. (Accusations which came in prior to April 30, 2001, had to be reported to 
CDF prior to the Feast of Christ the King last year.) It was my understanding that we had put the 
case on hold because Fathi::r Hefferan was retired, living at the Lyne Residence, and had agreed 
not to engage in any public ministry. If he now no longer wishes to abide by his agreement, we 
can send his case to Rome. 

What we would probably ask Rome for would be permission to impose a penal decree on Father 
Heffernan, prohibiting him from engaging in ministry, identifying himself as a priest, acting as 
an agent of the Archdiocese, and dispensing him from the obligation to wear clerical garb. In 
essence, we would be asking him to do what he already agreed to do. I'm not sure it's worth 
troubling the CDF with this. 

Father Hefferan has Monsignor Soseman as his advocate. I don't know how involved he has 
been in the case.

Your Eminence: 

On Wednesday, November 9th, there was a meeting about Jack Hefferan. As you may 
recall it was prompted by a call to me from Jack shortly after the announcements were 
made about the resolution of the cases we sent to Rome. Jack wondered why he was 
under the same restrictions as those other priests were. After all, he contended, his case 
was never sent to the Holy See. After some reading of his files and a series of phone 
calls we decided to have a meeting where many of the major players could enter into a 
conversation and everyone would hear the same thing at the same time. 

The players in the room were Fr. Pat Lagges (he had to leave at a certain point during the 
meeting because of another appointment), Fr. Dan Smilanic, Leah McCluskey, Fr. Jack 
Hefferan, (Jack's brother who is a litigator), Pat Reardon (Jack's civil 
lawyer), Monsignor Richard Soseman (by phone- Jack's Canonical Advocate), and me. 

Let me cut to the chase and get to the conclusion as best I recall it. Monsignor Soseman 
will send you a letter asking you to review the Supplemental Review of our Review 
Board regarding the allegation of If you review the Supplemental Review 
and you are satisfied with the work the Board did the first time around then the case 
should be appealed to Rome. If you are not satisfied with their work you should ask them 
to meet for a second Supplementary Review and discuss the case again. If they return the 
same recommendation to you, you can accept or not. However, if you accept that 
recommendation then the case must go to Rome. 

Of course there is another variable. If there is a Second Supplemental Review and the 
Board changes their recommendation to you, you can, of course, accept it or reject it. If 
Jack is exonerated by the Board and you agree with their recommendation J suspect he 
should get his collar back and all restrictions should be lifted. 

I hope this is helpful to you.

The attached August 16, 2003 memorandum prepared by Rev. Daniel Smilanic, Promoter 
of Justice and the Cardinal's Delegate to the Review Board, reports the conclusion of the 
investigation of the suggested "mistaken identity" of accused priests in separate 
allegations of the sexual abuse of minors. 

The identified accused priest in the August 16th memorandum is Rev. Anthony Vader. 
Both Fr. Vader and his civil attorney Mr. Patrick Reardon suggested that he [and another 
accused priest represented by Mr. Reardon] were mistakenly identified as the abusers of 
children in separate allegations. Documentation from Mr. Reardon suggests that Fr. 
Vader was mistakenly identified by his two abusers [see file], and that the alleged abuser 
may have been Rev. [see Vader file]. 

Fr. Smilanic refers to ''the other accused priest" in the August 16th memorandum. This 
other priest is Rev. John Hefferan. Mr. Reardon had also suggested that Fr. Hefferan had 
been mistakenly identified instead of Fr. [see file and attached memorandum].

As requested by Rev. John Hefferan, a meeting was held at the Vicar for Priests Office on 
November 9, 2005 to discuss the matters of alleged sexual misconduct against him and 
the subsequent monitoring restrictions imposed. The following were present at the 
November 9th meeting at the Vicar for Priests Office: Fr. Heffernan, 
[brother; also a civil attorney], Patrick Reardon [Fr. Hefferan's civil attorney], Msgr. 
Rick Sosaman via phone [Fr. Hefferan's canonical advocate], Rev. Daniel Smilanic 
[Promoter of Justice], Rev. Patrick Lagges [Judicial Vicar], Rev. Vincent Costello [Vicar 
for Priests], and PRA. 

Once introductions were made, Fr. Hefferan began by stating that he spoke with Fr. 
Costello after the media coverage in September 2005 of priests withdrawn from ministry 
for sexual misconduct with minors and restrictions imposed. Fr. Hefferan then 
questioned those present about the allegations made against him and when/if his case was 
to be sent to Rome [The Congregation for the Doctrine of.the Faith]. 

As PRA referred to Fr. Hefferan's file kept in the Office of Professional Responsibility, it 
was agreed that copies of the allegation made by and Fr. Hefferan's 
responses would be sent to Mr. Reardon and Msgr. Sosaman. 

PRA then provided clarification information on the allegations made against Fr. Hefferan 
by _as well as by 

Fr. Smilanic then provided those present with information on the history of the 
independent Review Board and subsequent changes to the process of the Board through 
the meeting of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops [USCCB] that took 
place in Dallas in 2002.

Fr. Smilanic and PRA addressed the "restrictions" that Fr. Hefferan had been placed 
under in 1993 as a result of an allegation of sexual misconduct with a minor that had been 
made against him. Both further explained that these restrictions from 1993 prompted Fr. 
Hefferan's removal from ministry in Fall 2002, as the "Zero-tolerance" policy had been 
adopted by the USCCB in Dallas 2002 [any priest with at least one substantiated 
allegation of sexual misconduct with a minor made against him would be removed from 
active ministry]. 

Fr. Hefferan,- and Mr. Reardon then all contributed to conversation 
regarding their feeling that identified Fr. Hefferan as her abuser by mistake. 
Mr. Reardon referred to his letters/work concerning this matter and a case of"mistaken 
identity'' and ~r. Hefferan was. mistaken for another priest by the 
name of Rev.~ [see file]. Fr. Smilanic and PRA spoke of the 
investigation that took place surrounding the possibility of mistaken identity and that the 
results of the investigation were presented to the Review Board. It was determined by the 
Board and accepted by Cardinal George that there was not a proven case of mistaken 
identity evident. 

Fr. Hefferan again asked about his case being sent to Rome. As per Fr. Lagges, at this 
point in time there is no choice but to send the matter involving - to Rome, as 
it was a substantiated allegation of misconduct through the Review Board process. Fr. 
Lagges also informed those present that it might be one or two years prior to receiving 
any response from the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith [CDF] on this matter. 

Fr. Smilanic provided a description and overview of the Priest Information Service for 
those present. 

Msgr. Sosaman asked if there would be a review of files to specifically address the 
possible case of mistaken identity concerning Fr. Hefferan and Fr.- Fr. 
Smilanic and PRA assured those present that a review of files would take place. As per 
Fr. Smilanic, he would locate the memorandum he wrote in regards to the past 
investigation ofthis matter. 

Fr. Smilanic advised Msgr. Sosaman that he write to Cardinal George in order to request 
a Supplementary Review of the substantiated allegation of sexual misconduct against Fr. 
Hefferan. 

Mr. Reardon requested that PRA send to him copies of-'s allegation against 
Fr. Hefferan and his response. PRA stated that copies of the information would be sent to 
Mr. Reardon and Msgr. Sosaman. 

As per Cardinal George, Fr. Costello advised Fr. Hefferan that he request to address the 
Review Board [for the Supplementary Review] or write a response that he does not wish 
to address the Board.

Laudetur Iesus Christus ! Through the auspices of the Archdiocese, I am involved as a canonical 
advocate for priests who are under accusation. In general, I have been impressed with the norms 
in place in the Archdiocese of Chicago, both for the protection of children, and for the rights of 
those who have allegedly engaged in some delict, generally following the law of Christ as 
formalized in the Canon Law of the Church. 

Today I write Your Eminence on a matter which reflects some difficulty with your procedure. 
Fr. John Hefferan, a priest of the Archdiocese, went into administrative leave when he was 
accused of a delict. He was completely cleared of that deli ct as the accusation proved to be a 
case of mistaken identity. He was not informed that he had been cleared and remained on leave, 
and his file never reflected having been cleared of this allegation. Later, another accusation was 
put before the Review Board. Unfortunately, the Board examined the accusation against Fr. 
Hefferan under the assumption that he was on leave because of a delict, not knowing that he had 
been exonerated of the first accusation. We believe that this might have unduly influenced the 
Review Board concerning this second allegation. 

In an informal session with Fr. Hefferan, his brother, Ms. Mccloskey, Mr. Pat Riordan, and Fr. 
Smilanic, it was decided that I might write to Your Eminence, in order that Your Eminence 
might consider possible solutions to this issue. Fr. Hefferan's family would like him to be free to 
celebrate the Sacraments within a family setting, an occasional funeral or Baptism. Fr. Hefferan 
does desire this small latitude. Attached Your Eminence will find an brief explanation of the 
case, and possible resolutions. 

Please know that I humbly and sincerely join you in prayer before God's Holy Altar in this 
matter and in all of your important work. Should you wish to contact me, I can be reached at my 
parish. I will soon be traveling to Berkeley for an Apostolic Visitation, but could be reached on

Fr. John Hefferan, a priest of the Archdiocese, was accused of a delict and was briefly restricted from 
youth work. However, when the Review Board voted, he was completely cleared of that accusation. 
This was not communicated to Fr. Hefferan. Instead, and most unfortunately, while he was conducting 
a staff meeting as a parish administrator, Fr. Hefferan was contacted by telephone and told that he was 
to be immediately out of ministry because the Diocese was about to announce that all those accused 
were taken out of ministry. Only this past November 91

h, at a meeting arranged by Fr. Vince Costello, 
did Ms. McCluskey inform Fr. Smilanic that the Board had voted to recommend no restrictions on Fr. 
Hefferan's ministry. Through a clerical error, Fr. Hefferan was forced into the same punishment meted 
out to all other priests who had been accused, even though he had been cleared by the board. 

It seems that Fr. Hefferan and Fr. of the same age and appearance, were stationed at the 
accuser's parish, Fr. first, then later Fr. Hefferan. Many years after, Fr. Hefferan was 
accused of this very minor misdemeanor, which would have taken place in 1968 or 1969, an apparent 
misidentification. Those prosecuting the case told the board that in 1968 Fr. Hefferan was at the parish 
of the alleged delict, even though his civil attorney Mr. Pat Reardon proved he was not. Fr. •••I 
was assigned to the same parish in 1970, and it is to be supposed that perhaps the accusation should 
have been made against him. 

In his investigation of the circumstances of the case, in order to come to Fr. Hefferan's defense, Mr. 
Reardon wanted information on the other associate mentioned but was not provided with any 
information. Instead, Fr. Smilanic said he would investigate the other priest, but apparently was unable 
to provide due diligence in this minor investigation. On November 9, 2005, Fr. Smilanic reported that 
the other priest had died, as far as he knew. Two days later Fr. Hefferan dialed this man at "Rent A 
Priest." This priest has left the Catholic priesthood, but apparently he still ministers in Florida and in the 
Chicago Archdiocese as a kind of freelancer. He wishes to protect this source of income, so he stated 
he would not get involved in the situation. Since he is a departed priest it seems the Archdiocese is 
unable to pursue this avenue of investigation. 

During the second and most recent review of an allegation against Fr. Hefferan by the Review Board, 
the Office of Professional Responsibility was asked why Fr. Hefferan was already out of ministry. The 
Board was told only that he was already out of ministry; as of yet his spurious removal due to the 
clerical error was not yet discovered. We believe that this might have unduly influenced the Review 
Board concerning this second allegation, as they would have more easily "convicted" someone already 
removed from ministry. 

Last October, when Fr. Vince Costello was asked why Fr.Hefferan has the same penalties as those 
whose cases were returned from Rome, he discovered that Mrs. McCluskey had mistakenly put a 
serious charge against another priest into Fr. Hefferan's file. That false information was sent to many on 
the review board and only this Winter was the information retracted. 
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Since the few allegations against Fr. Hefferan had been so minor, his case had not been reviewed in any 
special way, and was thought by one of the Vicars for Priests to be ignored, while much more serious 
allegations against other priests were pursued. 

ln an informal session with Fr. Hefferan, Fr. Hefferan's brother, Ms. McCluskey, both Vicars for 
Priests, Mr. Pat Reardon and Fr. Smilanic, it was decided that Msgr. Soseman, his canonical advocate, 
should communicate this sad and mangled case to your Eminence in order that you might consider 
possible solutions to this issue. 

Fr. Hefferan's family would like him to be free to celebrate the Sacraments within family settings, an 
occasional funeral or Baptism. Fr.Hefferan is satisfied with his retirement, though he had to stop 
celebrating Masses at even the neighboring nursing home and Poor Clare Convent; and because he 
willingly complies by not publicly representing himself as a priest, he misses priest's gatherings, and was 
even forced to miss his 50th anniversary of the priesthood. 

All present at the informal meeting mentioned above were of the opinion that a injustice had occurred, 
even if by accident, and that some resolution should be found. In light of the difficulties caused by these 
rather serious clerical errors, and the possible undue influence exercised on the Review Board, we 
would humbly ask that you consider one of the following actions:

All of those present at the informal session mentioned above, felt that allowing Fr. Hefferan and his 
brother to address the Review Board would be helpful in the resolution of this matter, should Your 
Eminence choose to pass this matter before the Review Board another time. 

We realize that Your Eminence, with your experience and wisdom, might choose one of these options 
or might choose to resolve this matter in another way. If Your Eminence should have any questions, 
please do not hesitate to contact anyone involved in this matter.

In April, 2006, you wrote to Cardinal George concerning the case of Father John Heffernan, a 
retired priest of the Archdiocese who has been accused of sexual misconduct with two minors. 
You had proposed several solutions to the situation, but we have apparently reached an impasse 
in resolving his case. 

It appears that this is a case which must be sent to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, 
since Father Heffernan was accused of sexual misconduct with a minor in 2003. The 
Archdiocesan Review Board reviewed the material in both an Initial Review and a Review for 
Cause. In both instances, it found that the case warranted further action. In addition, a 
Supplementary Review was conducted in September, 2003 to consider the possibility of 
mistaken identity on the part of the accuser. The Review Board considered the results of an 
extensive investigation by Rev. Daniel A. Smilanic and recommended to Cardinal George that 
there was nothing in the investigation which would lead them to change their previous 
recommendation; that is, that there was reasonable cause to suspect that Father Heffernan had 
engaged in sexual misconduct with a minor. Cardinal George accepted their conclusions that 
this was not a case of mistaken identity. 

Since there seems to be some confusion about what is in Father Heffernan's file and the 
conclusions of the prior accusation in 1993, I think it would be helpful if you would review the 
file prior to my sending the case to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith. In order to do 
that, you should contact the Chancellor, Mr. Jimmy Lago, at 312. 751.5382. I believe that a 
review of the file is necessary to clarify some of the issues in this case.

Please allow me to introduce myself. My name is and I am the younger 
brother of Father John Hefferan. I am preparing an appeal of my brother's removal from 
ministry which resulted from your allegation of misconduct. It is the single "credible 
accusation" (church terminology for "possibly true'') filed against Father John in his more 
than fifty years in the priesthood. Please be advised that I am in no way challenging your 
good faith or your honesty in proceeding as you did. I thought it best to send this letter 
rather than call or visit you since you may wish to have no further connection with this 
matter. I would, of course, respect whatever decision you make. 

The reason for the delay in submitting an appeal is based on the fact that we only recently 
obtained the report to Cardinal George from the appointed canon lawyer on this matter, 
Monsignor Sossaman. Yes, the judicial process of the church is slow moving, but 
Monsignor Sossaman recommended a more lenient penalty than full laicization. Since 
my brother was already retired when you made your allegation, his ministry was very 
limited. Living in the priest retirement home he would say mass at the lay old people's 
home on the same property and administer the sacraments there as well. Other than that 
my brother's ministry in retirement pretty much involved oi:lly family and friends. Not 
allowed to wear a collar, it has become an embarrassment to attend wakes ap.d other 
affairs of friends and relatives. 

My brother could not attend the 50th anniversary celebration of bis 
classes' ordination and I was informed that ifhe pre deceases me I may not lay him out in 
the casket with his collar on. 

Father John is now 77 and my senior by 3-1/2 years. Since our mother died when I was 
one, there is no other family than the two of us. I mention these matters so you better 
understand why I must go forward with an appeal. There is no one else to do so. 

Father John never wanted to be anything other than a priest and I too followed him to the 
seminary. While I left the seminary after only six years, I do know many of the priests in 
the arch diocese. I went on to get a law degree and start a family 

But I still attend the meetings of my seminary classmates 
and I must say many of them believe you may have mis-identified the person who 
touched you. 
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It is for this reason that I have written to you. You see there was a priest ordained from 
the class one year behind my brother and two years ahead of my class. His name is Father 

and be and my brother look like twins, same height, weight, and curly 
was assigned to a neighboring parish back in 1968 and 69 but 

spent a lot of time at and then moved into Infant Jesus of Prague. He had actually moved 
into the rectory before being officially assigned there. 

- had a reputation of sorts, a r~egade. And then one day-was gone, 
without saying anything to Father Hill. When my brother returned from Ireland, where he 
visited our 32 cousins every other year, Father Hill asked "Do you know where -
- might be?" The two then checked with the arch diocese and leamed­
had sent a letter to Cardinal Cody saying he'd be back when the Church allowed married 
priests. Reports exist that-married a nun, divorced her and married a 2nd nun. 
We asked the Office of Professional Fitness Review to locate for us. 
They agreed but made one of their many mistakes in this case, telling us 
was dead. That is true, but that is the other Rev __ ordained in the diocese, one 
who never set foot in Infant Jesus of Prague. We then searched ourselves for the

Priest."· is still wearing a collar, marrying and burying people who couldn't get 
church authorization. We called~ but he refused to comment on your allegation 
pointing out he didn't want to jeopardize bis current profession. 

While I am pointing out mistakes made by the Office of Professional Fitness Review, 
they listed my brother's assignment to Infant Jesus of Pragne began in 1968, one of the 
two years you remember the Incident took place. In fact my brother's assignment began 
in June 1969 and even though we pointed out the Office's mistake, no correction was 
made. My brother was never in Infant Jesus of Prague prior to June 1969. 

Let me conclude. When I am at a meeting of my ex-classmates and they ask about my 
brother, knowing he as denied your allegation, they all say, "It had to be-." I 
could drive up with a small bus full of priests who would say that if you would like. We 
asked - to send us some pictures of himself in his 40s but he said no. But you 
were there and we weren't.

One other 

member of the Prayer and Penance Program also resides there. No children are permitted to live at the 

residence. All residents are retired priests. John Hefferan eats most meals at the residence. John 

Hefferan also maintains relationships with his brother's family that has minor children. John Hefferan 

discloses his only contact with minors or young adults occurs when visiting his family's home during 

family gatherings. 

RISK MANAGEMENT STRENGTHS. 

John Hefferan has expressed his willingness to participate in a strengthened risk management protocol 

that includes verification of his whereabouts, the people he spends his time with, and his activities. 

Thus far he has been compliant with existing protocols. If his expressed openness to accountability 

proves to be consistent with his actions, John Hefferan's lifestyle will not change dramatically. 

RISK MANAGEMENT CHAL.LENGES. 

John Hefferan has enjoyed a tremendous amount of freedom by living alone without a site monitor. He 

has been able to leave the house daily, managing his own schedule with minimal accountability. A 

strengthened risk management protocol with more accountability to others may be a challenge for him, 

as it will mean giving up a significant level of privacy. John Hefferan leads a very solitary life with 

minimal disclosure of social contacts.

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COMMITMENT TO PARTICIPATE IN COMMUNITY SUPPORT 

The Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Chicago has initiated a program of support and accountability for the priests of 

the Archdiocese who have been removed from ministry due to their sexual misconduct with minors. The program 

is voluntary in that a priest may choose to participate or may choose to leave the priesthood. John Hefferan has 

expressed his desire to engage in this program, fully recognizing it will mean a significant increase in accountability 

and a decrease in his overall levels of privacy. This is seen as a positive sign, as openness to support and 

intervention by others is one of the essential components for long-term abstinence from sexual offending. 

The Archdiocese has asked John Hefferan to identify the friends and family members who would be willing and 

able to offer support and accountability to him as he moves through his daily life. You were among those he 

identified. 

If you are willing to accompany John Hefferan in this way, the following is asked of you: 

1. That you review John Hefferan's history of allegations and substantiated offenses, 

2. That you review his Individual Specific Protocols, which tell you what he is permitted to do and what he is not, 

3. That you agree to support John Hefferan through interrupting high-risk behaviors (such as his attempting to be 

alone with a minor) if they occur and informing his Compliance Supervisor of any other concerns or violations of 

the protocols, 

4. That you agree to on-going, open communication with John Hefferan's Compliance Supervisor so that any 

problems may be identified and addressed before they become serious. 

I am personally grateful to you for considering what can only be considered a ministry to John Hefferan and for the 

support you have offered him thus far. If, for any reason, you do not wish to participate in this program, please do 

not feel an obligation and please do not turn to the pages that follow which contain confidential information. If 

you would like to move forward with the commitment to participate, please indicate with your signature below. 

Once you have reviewed all of the information, you will have another opportunity to indicate your willingness to 

m~e again for considering this important work.
